The purpose and criteria of the INOGA Scholarship through Lilly Endowment and USI was reviewed by the board. Decided to add language to encourage recipients to work in the oil/gas industry in the State of Indiana.  Agreed to add the following language: “With the hope the scholarship recipient will pursue a job in Indiana in the oil/gas industry.”  The scholarship will be available for the fall of 2007.
Picnic/Golf Outing – The event was successful.
Awards – Two awards, one for Natural Gas Treatment Facility and the other for Oil Production Facility will be awarded at the Annual Meeting.
Ron Graul will take care of getting plaques for Dennis Swager and Sharon Phillips for their service to the INOGA.

Working on some projects. One project is working on a contract with Indiana DNR for plugging abandoned wells. Will be proceeding in plugging wells based on definition of orphan wells that are not funded by any other program. Will be working on 2 orphan wells this fall.
