Howard talked to governor about tapping into pipelines.  If you let one small operator tap in, you have to let anyone tap into it.  It costs $500,000 to $750,000 to tap into Texas Gas, plus a 43% tax to the government.

Jason Smith suggested inviting geology students from USI to attend the Annual

Workshop.
Jason Smith said that Geological Society of America will have their annual 
meeting in Evansville in April 2008.  They are inviting us to be a sponsor for that. We would get more national exposure.  J Dee made motion to give Jason Smith the authority to give a minimum sponsorship, seconded by Bill Collins. All was in favor and motion carried.
